New Parade Route 
It’s a shorter route this year, assembling at Hall Lane 12.00 to 12.30 at the latest, judging of the entrant’s takes 

place at 12.45 and the parade moves off at 1.00pm. We will then proceed along Church Lane and enter the 

Carnival field via the car park entrance, to assemble in the Arena at 1.45pm for presentation of Fancy Dress and 

Parade prizes. The shorter route is due to a lot of the entrants being young children who couldn’t walk the 

traditional route, so get to Church Lane with your cameras and greet the parade as it passes.
